I declare that I agree to act as study advisor of the candidate: (candidate’s name and surname)
I also confirm that I am aware of study advisor’s duties in accordance with Article 8 of the Rules for Carrying Out the Postgraduate PhD Study Programme of Biomedicine and Health, dated 29 June 2015, as follows:
Study advisor must be appointed for all postgraduate students. 
Study advisors should be working with doctoral candidates from the beginning of the study to help them choose the subject matter covered by organised classes within and outside the Faculty, and to include doctoral candidates in scientific research as early as possible. A written recommendation by a study advisor with a statement confirming acceptance of study advisorship is mandatory at enrolment (Article 6). 
Person holding a scientific (Scientific Associate, Senior Scientific Associate, Scientific Advisor) and/or scientific-teaching title (Assistant Professor, Associate Professor or Full Professor) can be appointed as study advisor of a student in PhD programme. 
All employees of the Faculty of Medicine of J. J. Strossmayer University of Osijek holding a scientific-teaching title, from Assistant Professors to Full Professors, are potential nominees for study advisors to students of the PhD Study Programme and they are obligated to act as study advisors for at least one candidate every 3 years. 
Same person may act both as a study advisor and mentor or co-mentor for a doctoral dissertation. 
Study advisor’s main duties are: 
· Giving recommendation to a candidate at the time of their enrolment in PhD study programme. 
· Helping students select relevant subject-matter covered by organized classes both within and outside the Faculty; helping students prepare their Individual Study Plans. 
· Ensuring doctoral candidates are included in scientific research as soon as possible by finding them good mentors for their doctoral dissertations. 
· Submitting reports on doctoral candidates’ advancement during studies, usually after the submission of annual seminar paper. 
· Participation in students’ annual seminars (Doctoral Candidates’ Day) for the purposes of evaluation of doctoral candidates’ advancement.
Exceptionally, a study advisor is entitled to terminate his/her advisorship due to objective reasons (student’s non-cooperation, student’s objective work or living circumstances, study advisor’s objective work and living circumstances). Reasons for termination must be elaborated in writing and submitted to the Committee for Postgraduate Studies. Faculty Council may appoint a new study advisor for a doctoral candidate, at the proposal of the Committee for Postgraduate Studies.
